What can a recycled electrical item

be used for?Electrical items contain many different parts which, once recycled, can be used again

in a variety of new applications. For example, the copper motor in a hover mower can be turned

into copper pipe, coins in some currencies, jewellery, wire, and as winding wire for motors in new

electronic products such as fridges, vacuums, tools, toys and motors. Where can I dispose of

unwanted electrical items?Unwanted electrical items should not be put in the bin - if they are

faulty and can't be donated you can drop items off at your local Recycling Centre. Enter your

postcode into our Recycling Locator tool below to find your nearest recycling centre that accepts

waste electricals. How are electrical and electronic equipment reprocessed?Waste electrical and

electronic equipment is collected at Recycling Centres and at some retailers. The items are then

taken to a reprocessing plant where they are shredded into small pieces. Once shredded, strong

magnets remove ferrous metals, such as steel. Other non-metallic metals are removed by using

electronic currents.
